Dear Parents/Carers,

Please work with your child to help them become good spellers.  
Use their spelling journal to practise spellings that are set for them each week.  Help them learn the spelling rule and apply it and talk about exceptions to each rule. Help your child with the tricky part of words and also discuss how word patterns, endings, etc., can help them remember how to spell certain words. Put each word into a sentence so they can see the word in context.  This often makes it easier for a child to remember.

At Rush Green Primary School we have high expectations of learners at all times.  Included in this journal is a list of ‘Zero Tolerance’ words that children are expected to spell correctly at all times in their work.  Please practise these words with your child regularly too.  Spelling rules and patterns have been taught on a weekly basis and are based on what children may be learning in class during phonic lessons, spelling lessons or words they may need to know for a particular topic.  There may be additional spellings sent home should the need arise during the term.

The ability to spell confidently enables an individual to become a more effective and fluent writer.  Learning to spell should not be just learning lists of words (although this is a necessary first phase in establishing later automatic use) but a means of applying strategies appropriately, and building on known facts.  This spelling journal will help support your child in these aims.

You can use apostrophes to show that you have omitted (left out) some letters when you are joining words together.

For example, you can join the words ‘you’ and ‘are’ together. You + are = you're. The apostrophe takes the place of the removed letters. In this example, the letter a.

	Village 
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	A village is a place where people live, normally in the countryside. It is usually larger than a hamlet and smaller than a town or city

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	Blacksmiths forged metal to make tools and weapons.



	Woodworker
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	Woodworkers made bowls, wheels and furniture.



	Jeweller
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	Jewellers made brooches and ornaments for the rich.



	Kingdom
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	By 600AD, England was split into seven main kingdoms, each with their own ruler. 



	Pagan
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	Pagans were people who had their own religious beliefs and didn't follow any of the other main faiths.  They also worshipped their own gods



	Christian Mission
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	In 597AD, a Roman monk called Augustine was sent to Britain to tell the Anglo-Saxons all about Christianity, and persuade them to become Christian.



	Monk
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	Monks were men who lived in monasteries during the Anglo-Saxon times.  They were able to read and write and made manuscripts about daily life. These are still used today, to help us understand the past. Through the acts and works of monks, we know about Anglo Saxon lives and beliefs

	Mosque
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	A Muslim building, often used for people to come together to pray and read the Qur’an. It might also be a Madrasah, a place where Muslim children attend to learn to read ancient Arabic and receipt the Qur’an.


	Church
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	A building used for public Christian worship.


	Gurdwara
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	It is a place of assembly and worship for Sikhs. Sikhs also refer to gurdwaras as Gurdwara Sahib. People from all faiths are welcomed in gurdwaras.


	Hindu Temple 
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	It is a house, seat and body of divinity for Hindus. It is a structure designed to bring human beings and gods together through worship, sacrifice, and devotion.


	Synagogue
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	The building where a Jewish assembly or congregation meets for religious worship and instruction.



	Buddhist Vihara
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	Similar to Hindu temples, depending whether the meeting is run by a community from India, Sri Lanka, Tibet or by the Western Buddhist order differ because of culture. However, all run meditation workshops, and have a shrine room where prayers, meditation and offerings can be given.

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	The Sunday before Easter, on which Christ's entry into Jerusalem is celebrated in many Christian churches by processions in which branches of palms are carried.

	Procession
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	Procession is the act of going forth, advance, and proceed. In general, an organized body of people advancing in a formal or ceremonial manner.



	Eucharist
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	The Eucharist, also called Holy Communion, Sacrament of the Table, the Blessed Sacrament, or The Lord's Supper and other names, is a Christian sacrament or ordinance, generally considered to be a commemoration of the Last Supper. The consecration of bread and a cup within the rite recalls the moment at the Last Supper when Jesus gave his disciples bread, saying, "This is my body", and wine, saying, "This is my blood"



	Holy Week
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	The week before Easter, starting on Palm Sunday.



	Maundy Thursday
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	Maundy Thursday or Holy Thursday is the day during Holy Week that commemorates the Washing of the Feet and Last Supper of Jesus Christ with the Apostles, as described in the canonical gospels. It is the fifth day of Holy Week, preceded by Holy Wednesday and followed by Good Friday.



	Easter
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	Easter, also called Pascha or Resurrection Sunday, is a Christian festival and cultural holiday commemorating the resurrection of Jesus from the dead, described in the New Testament as having occurred on the third day of his burial following his crucifixion by the Romans at Calvary c. 30 AD.



	Crucifixion
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	An ancient form of execution in which a person was nailed or bound to a cross
